Day 1  Margarita Island – Mochima National Park 
Transfer to airport for direct flight to Barcelona. Arrival and transfer to Villa Majagual in Mochima National Park. Created in 1973, it includes 94.935 hectares of sea, coast and mountains. In the northwest of Venezuela, between the towns of Puerto la Cruz and Cumaná, it encompasses over 53 islands and islets, some still virgin, a mountainous area with exuberant vegetation which plunges into the sea, inlets, bays, fishing villages and spectacular white sand beaches lined with coconut trees that seem to hug the sea. The Golfo de Santa Fé, a small fishing town inserted in the bay of Mochima, has a port that opens up on the Caribbean sea, a perfect point of departure for a journey of discovery of the most concealed virgin islands such as Caracas and Chimana. In the mountainous area, the lush vegetation offers various species of orchid and cactus and the possibility of seeing iguana, pelicans and numerous sea birds, turtles and dolphins. Arrival after a two hour trip and posada check-in. Lunch and free afternoon for individual activities. Dinner and overnight stay.Meals: B / - / D

Days 2 and 3 Mochima National Park
Free day for optional activities and excursions. An excursion to Mochima National Park to see its wonderful islands is recommended. Meals: B / L / D

Day 1. Margarita – Maturín – Orinoco Delta 

Departure by flight to Maturín, meeting with the guide, one hour transfer to Boca de Uracoa and one hour motor boat trip to the camp. Check-in into bungalows and lunch. 
Afternoon canoe excursion to visit the Warao communities around the camp. Return to the lodge and late afternoon boat excursion at sunset with the possibility of sighting Orinoco dolphins. Return to the lodge, dinner and overnight stay. Meals:- / L / D

After 7:30 am breakfast, navigation by fast boat to the most remote and primitive areas of the delta with various stops to visit the Warao communities and enter the narrowest caños. Return to the lodge for lunch. Afternoon walk in the jungle to discover the local flora and fauna with expert local guides. Return to the lodge.  Dinner and overnight stay.

Day 3. Orinoco Delta – Maturín – Margarita 

After breakfast, canoe trip around the camp and piranha fishing. Boat transfer to Boca de Uracoa and car travel to Maturín. Departure by flight to Caracas.

4. Gran Sabana - Canaima National park 6 days 5 nights

Day 1 Margarita – Gran Sabana
Breakfast, transfer to airport for flight Caracas-Puerto Ordaz. Meeting with our guide for departure by 4x4 vehicle to La Gran Sabana. During the trip, we will pass Upata, El Cintillo and Guasipati, towns developed around the gold mines. Arrival at Tumeremo for lunch. Next, we will cross the old bridge and the Cuyuní to visit El Dorado, where the famous Papillon was imprisoned. The itinerary follows through the mining village of Las Claritas. Continuing through the dense forest of Sierra de Lema, we will stop at the Piedra de la Virgen lookout from where, weather permitting, we will have a spectacular view of the forest. All of a sudden, the vegetation will change from a dense clutch to the great plains of the Gran Sabana, “The Lost World” of Sir Arthur Conan Doyle. Dinner and overnight stay at a simple camp.Meals: B / L / D

Day 2 Gran Sabana
After breakfast, we will follow the Gran Sabana route, visiting the indigenous Iboribo community, where we will cross the Aponwao river by “curiara” (local canoe). A short walk down to the bottom of the amazing Chinak Merú waterfall, that will give us the opportunity for a refreshing swim. Lunch break. As we continue our trip, we will pass the rapids of Kamoirán, the Kawi Merú waterfall and the Nak Piapo lookout from where, weather permitting, we will have a fantastic view of the great plains majestically crowned by tepuys such as Roraima. Dinner and overnight stay at a simple camp. Meals: B / L / D

Day 3 Gran Sabana
After breakfast, a short visit to the town of Santa Elena de Uairén, followed by a visit to the gorgeous red colored Quebrada de Jaspe waterfall, the Indigenous community of San Francisco de Yuruaní and La Cortina de Yuruaní waterfall. Then we will visit the Suruape waterfall for a refreshing and relaxing natural hydro massage. After lunch, we will call upon the Piscina de Pacheco waterfall and its lookout. Return to camp at the end of the day. Dinner and overnight stay. Meals: B / L / D

Day 4 Santa Elena de Uairén – Canaima National Park
After breakfast, transfer to the airport for the Santa Elena de Uairén-Canaima flight. Arrival, transfer and check-in into Wakü Lodge, on the banks of the amazing Canaima Lagoon and facing Golondrina waterfall. After lunch short excursion by “curiara” over the Canaima Lagoon. Dinner and overnight stay. Meals: B / L / D

Day 5 Canaima National Park
Free day for individual activities. A visit to the base of the Angel Falls, Kavak caves or El Sapo waterfall are recommended. Meals: B / L / D

Day 6 Canaima National Park – Margarita Island 
Breakfast. Morning at leisure for optional excursions. Afternoon transfer for Margarita flight. Transfer from the airport to the posada and check-in. Free afternoon for beach activities. Dinner and overnight stay. Meals: B / - / D
